DONALDSON – Zachary Ellsworth was passionate about giving blood and on Thursday, dozens of people came to Ancilla College’s Charger Lounge to donate blood in his memory. 
Zach was a Plymouth High School graduate and an Ancilla College freshman when he died at the young age of 20 on May 1st.  During his short life, Zach donated over two gallons of blood starting in high school and then at the regular Red Cross blood drives at the Knights of Columbus Hall in Plymouth.

A blood drive was organized at Ancilla College in Zach’s memory and three of those rolling up their sleeves to donate were Zach’s parents, Sandy and Stan, along with Zach’s girlfriend Cortnee Walker.  Sandy Ellsworth says “Zach wanted to save the lives of others and gave blood whenever he could. I’m very pleased by today’s blood drive. Zach would have been honored to know that all these people came out to donate in his memory.”  Cortnee says this was her first time to donate, but it won’t be her last. Cortnee says she was surprised to see how quick and painless the whole process turned out to be. Zach’s sister Brittany of Honolulu, HI, was also there in spirit and donated in his memory in her home state of Hawaii.

In all, 29 pints of blood were donated in Zach’s memory.  His parents hope there will be other drives in the future.

Zach’s parents have created a memorial Facebook page for Zach and will be posting events like this blood drive in hopes of getting others to donate. There is a constant need for blood donations and it is hoped that events like this one will bring in young, new donors who will start a tradition of giving as Zach had done.
