The Susan G. Komen for the Cure, Northern Indiana Affiliate awarded $15,000 to offer free diagnostic mammograms for uninsured, low-income women in La Porte County. The remaining $15,000 will offer free screening and diagnostic mammograms for uninsured, low-income women in Starke County.

The La Porte Hospital Foundation Breast Cancer Detection Project is an established comprehensive effort for early detection of breast cancer in its service areas by encouraging and educating adult women in early detection practices. By partnering with organizations with a similar mission, this project provides clinical breast exams, screening mammograms and comprehensive diagnostic testing. The project provides mammograms to low-income, uninsured women ages 40 and older who meet qualifying financial criteria and are a-symptomatic.

In 2009, the Komen grant allowed 50 women in La Porte County to receive free diagnostic mammograms at La Porte Hospital as well as free breast cancer education. The La Porte Hospital Foundation hopes the additional funds received for women in Starke County will double these numbers.
